SOME THINGS TO REMEMBER:

I When dropping off your student(s) for classes, please pull up in front of the studio to let them out of the car.
To comply with the Plano City Ordinance, please do not linger in the fire lane. Move on immediately and
please do not use the handicapped ramp as a parking space.

I When picking up your student(s) after classes, please park in a designated parking spot and come inside the
school to get your child. It is our policy for the children to wait inside the building.

I Always have your dancer wear appropriate clothes such as shirts, shorts, skirts, and street shoes (no leotard,
tights, and dance shoes) outside the school.

I Rubber pants, leg warmers, or sweat pants are not permitted in class. Students not in proper attire will be
asked to observe class.

I Hair needs to be pulled back away from face and secured neatly. A head band needs to be worn with short
hair. No jewelry other than pierced ear studs may be worn in class.

I Students are encouraged not bring any valuable items to the school including jewelry, electronic items or cell
phones. A locker can be rented for $25 per semester (for students taking 4 or more days a week) but student
will need to provide lock.

I Parents may enter studios by invitation only.

I Parents who bring small children need to supervise them! Out of consideration for the staff and others waiting
in the hall, disruptive children will be asked to leave the lobby area.

I Students may not enter class late or leave class without permission. A student who arrives 10 minutes late
may observe class but may not participate.

I Food, drink, or chewing gum is not allowed in the studios. Students are not permitted to play the piano.
